To mark the Golden Jubilee of the BDHS in 2000 | designed the ‘1066 Malfosse Walk’ and its
accompanying booklet, published by the BDHS, the purpose of which was to commemorate the
Society’s success in 1966 when members established the location of this often overlooked incident
which occurred at the end of the Battle of Hastings. An, expanded, 2" Edition was published in 2020.

In 2015 Keith Foord and | wrote ‘1066 and the Battle of Hastings: Preludes, Events and Postscripts’,
published by the BDHS to mark the 950th anniversary of the Battle of Hastings.
